Guiding Questions
The Big6 "Science Lab Report Writer" will help you organize and communicate the necessary information for your science lab report.

Title of the lab: 

·  Create a clear title that adequately describes the nature of the experiment performed.

Problem/Question: 

· Write a description that clearly explains the problem to be solved and the questions to be answered by the experiment.

Background Information: 

· Provide background information or preliminary observations on the problem to be solved or the broader topic being studied.

Hypothesis:  

· Clearly state - in complete sentences - testable hypothesis that predicts an expected outcome.

Materials and Apparatus:

·  List all materials, equipment, and supplies needed to complete the lab.

Procedure:

· Create a list of the procedures completed in the exact order performed.  Procedures should be able to be followed by another person using the same materials, equipment, and supplies listed in the Materials section.

Observations and Data: 

·  Describe what happened.  Include tables, graphs, and charts showing all your results.

Conclusion: 

· Discuss whether the results proved your hypotheses as well as implications of your findings.  Also include an overall summary of the lab--reviewing what you were trying to find out and what happened, as well as why it may have happened and what it all means.
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
